SNOLAB is Canada’s deep-underground science laboratory, located 2 km below ground in Vale’s
Creighton Mine near Sudbury, Ontario. We support world-class research in astroparticle physics,
life sciences, and quantum technologies within a clean, controlled environment.

Our multidisciplinary team delivers advanced underground experiments while providing students
with hands-on experience in a unique scientific facility that contributes to Canada’s research
leadership.

The Position

This co-op position supports the Project Management Office Manager and assists with construction and
commissioning projects in the surface and underground laboratory. Responsibilities include reviewing
drawings and plans, supporting installation and testing of systems, participating in underground field
inspections, and helping troubleshoot project issues. The role also provides project coordination support,
including assisting with scheduling, documentation, vendor communication, and tracking project activities.
The position works closely with SNOLAB Project Managers and the PMO team, which provides project
management, coordination, and reporting support to the facility and hosted experiments.

Must be 18 years or older, registered in post-secondary Bachelor of Engineering or Applied Science at an
accredited institution, recent graduate (having graduated in the last 3-6 months) or individual returning to full-
time or part-time studies in the next academic term.
